ESSENTIAL REQUIREMENTS FOR SINGING/PLAYING DURING THE ENTRANCE
TESTS:

Candidates for Hindustani Music (Vocal) must be able to perform a Chhota Khayal in any raga
of hig’her choice, along with 5 alapas and 5 tanas. He/she has to sing along with tanpura, which
he/she must be capable to playing himself/herself.

Candidates for Hindustani Music (Instr.) must be able to perform a Razakhani Gat in any raga
of hig’her choice, along with 5 aapas, 5 tanas and Jhala in Sitar/Sarod/Santoor/Violin/Guitar
(Hawaiian).

Candidates for Karnatak Music (Vocal/Instr.) must be able to perform a Varnam and Kriti in
any raga and tala of his’her choice.

Candidates for Hindustani Music (Percussion) must be able to perform atala of his’her choice,
along with Uthan/Peshkar, Kayada, Rela and Chakradar..

Note: The Department of Music will provide the instruments & accompanists for the Performance-
based Test/s.
